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Syntax and Examples 
for Adding Multiple Questions into ANGEL Assessment

Copy and Paste Questions refers to creating a large number of questions all at once. Basically, it is to copy all the pre-written and format-free text and paste into the red-bordered box blow. This function is available if you choose Add Questions in a Question Set (in an Assessment), and then Copy and Paste Questions.

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B. Each successive choice should start with the next letter and a period.
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How to format the question text the right way

Ironically, the key to formatting the question text rightly is to keep it format free. This is especially true if you use Word. You will need to pay attention to the punctuation, space, upper case or lower case used for the letters, and make sure the text does not have any auto-bulleting or auto-listing or tabbing provided by your word processor. 
Example of a Multiple Choice Question
Q: Each question should start with 'Q:' or be successively numbered. Please note that it’s a colon “:” after the Q not a period or a comma. 

A. The options should start with 'A' followed by a period.

B. Each successive option should start with the next letter and a period.

C. Each option should be on a single line. If you have longer text, just keep typing without using the Enter key to manually break it. Once the text is imported into Assessment, the text will wrap on its own. The Enter key should be reserved for starting a new question or a new option.  

D. Please make sure the options do not have the auto-bulleting or auto-listing format. For each option, a space between the letter and the text is okay but auto formatting will NOT be accepted. 

TYPE: MC

ANSWER: B

POINTS: 2

You may use the following TYPEs to replace “MC” in the example above: 

MC = Multiple Choice

MS = Multiple Select

SA = Short Answer

FB = Fill-in-the-blank

FM = Fill-in-multiple-blanks (this question type is NOT recommended) 

ES = Essay

Example of a True/False Question
Q: In a simple organization, differentiation is low because division of labor is low.

TYPE: TF
ANSWER: True
POINTS: 1

TF = True/False


Please note that the answer to a TF type question should be fully spelled as True or False. Abbreviations such as T or F will not be correctly imported.

Other rules 
If you omit TYPE: XX and POINTS: 1, ANGEL would treat all these question as what has been set to the default. In the screen capture in the first page, they would all be muptiple-choice questions each worth 5 points. 

Do NOT use the word processor’s formatting functions such as bullets, tabbed indentation, italicizing etc. to format question text. They may not carry over and may cause more problems in converting the text to questions. You may want to highlight all the question text and then “Clear Formatting” before adjusting the space, punctation etc. Here is how:
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POINTS: 2
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ANSWER: D
